This is to give each of you the information, in writing, regarding our bus trip to the Houston International 
Quilt Show. 

The bus trip to the George R. Brown is on October 30, 2014. This is on a Thursday. Our Bus will arrive at ap-
proximately 8:30 a.m. in front of the First Baptist Church in Livingston. Please park your car on the side of the 
Church where the dumpster is located. It is okay to park on the one cement lane closest to the dumpster. 
When all of the spaces are taken in the cemented lane, start parking on the gravel part. Those two areas 
should accommodate our vehicles. By parking in the area described, there should be plenty of space for any-
thing that should arise on the church side, i.e., funerals, wedding rehearsals, play rehearsal, etc. I will be 
there in enough time to straighten out any last minute issues. 

The bus will pull away from the church at 9:00 a.m. sharp, arriving at the George R. Brown at approximately 
10:15 a.m. This is perfect timing, the doors open at 10:00 a.m. and the crowds are mostly in the show by 
then and we should be able to go right in. 

I will hand you your entrance tickets as you exit the bus. 

Make sure you have given me your cell number. If I had your cell number last year and it hasn't changed, I 
will have the same number this year. My cell number has changed. The new number is 936-933-3776. The 
cell numbers are important. Should someone fail to get to the bus by the allotted time, I can give you a re-
minder call or should you need to contact me, you will have my number to do just that. 

I feel sure everyone will have a really nice and safe day at the quilt show. 

One last thing. You can bring a sack lunch and leave it in the bus. At 12:00 noon, our bus driver (John Hughes) 
will bring our bus back to the spot where he let us out. We will be able to re-board the bus, rest until 1:00 
pm. if you desire to do so. You can eat your lunch while you are resting. Leave your packages on the bus if 
you don't want to carry everything around with you. John will bring the bus back to the same spot at 4:00 
pm. We can start to load the bus at that time and by 4:30 everyone should be on board for our trip back to 
Livingston. Our arrival back at the First Baptist Church should be on or about 5:45 pm.

After our next guild meeting, I will open any remaining seats to other guild members from guilds in surround-
ing towns. Their seats will be $39.00 each and this price covers their entrance into the quilt show. If you want 
to be assured a spot into the quilt show, please make your reservation by September 8, 2014. You can also 
mail your check to me at 423 Lakeshore Dr., Cleveland, TX 77327.
